Registration

Before lacing up those shoes, it’s important that all students — whether
returning or new — have completed our NEW online enrolment form for 2023,
so we can ensure we have the most up-to-date contact details.

Enrolment
into classes will not be confirmed until the enrolment form and a $15 deposit
per class have been received and checked by Peninsula Ballet School.

Please note that it is preferred that only the students at their class time, enter the building, to continue to maintain
safety at this time. Exceptions may be made for new students and the Tinies class for one parent/guardian to enter
building and only if class capacities allow. (This must be arranged and confirmed earlier, with Miss Cate.)

Fees and class deposits

To ensure a place in the classes you wish to join please return enrolment forms as soon as possible and pay your $15
deposits per class, to secure your place/s. Eg: If choosing 3 classes/week your deposit would be 3 x $15 = $45.

We continue this deposit requirement as some classes may have limited enrolment numbers due to safety, so places
will be reserved in the order we receive them. If a class fills you will be contacted to see if you wish to choose a
different class or you can be placed on a waiting list until a place becomes available.
